At the completion of the warning period, citations
will be issued. The program is administered by American Traffic
Solutions, Inc. with each violation reviewed and approved by Key
Biscayne Police Department officers prior to being issued. More

Administration/Finance:

Please be courteous to your neighbors and pick-up after your dog!
A Village Ordinance requires the removal of dog feces deposited on
public or private property. Dog waste disposal stations, complete
with "doggy bags", are conveniently located along Crandon
Boulevard, Harbor Drive, East Enid Drive, and Grapetree Drive. If
you walk your dog along other streets make sure you carry your
own bag. Remember that dogs are not allowed in Village parks.

Building, Zoning and Planning:

The Department is pleased to welcome back John C. Lindgren, Jr,,
as Chief Plumbing Inspector. This is Mr. Lindgren's second stint in
this position as he worked for the Village from 1994 to 2004. On his
departure, Cliff Lindgren took over both Plumbing and Mechanical
disciplines. The need for a separate Chief Plumbing Inspector arose
due to increased construction activities in the Key. Based on
feedback from our residents and contractors, we are very lucky to
have Chiefs with extensive experience.

Parks and Recreation:

The public is advised not to park in the SunTrust Bank parking lot
during business hours for any non-bank purposes (i.e. visiting the
Community Center, Village Green or Village Hall). The Village has
been notified that any vehicles in the lot whose drivers are not
doing business with SunTrust are subject to towing at the owner's
expense. Branch hours are 9:00am to 4:00pm Monday thru
Thursday and 9:00 am to 6:00pm Friday. Free public parking is
available in the Community Center parking garage or on surface
streets around the Village Hall complex. We appreciate your
cooperation.

Police:

The speed limit on most Village streets is 20 mph. The only
exceptions are Crandon Boulevard and Harbor Drive where you may
drive 30 mph. Remember to wear your seat belts and properly
secure infants and young children per safety regulations required
State law explained at the Village website. Safety tips for child
booster seat and seat belt use also are also available online.

Public Works:

Public Works reminds single-family and duplex residents that bulk
waste may be placed curbside up to 24 hours before your scheduled
pick-up (the monthly schedule is_available online at the Village
website). Properties located on the Monday pickup route may place
items as early as the previous Friday.
